Huntingdon Borough Public Safety Committee Meeting
Monday, July 10, 2023

The Huntingdon Borough Public Safety Committee meeting was held in the Borough Conference Room, 530 Washington Street, Huntingdon, PA  16652.
Members present were President James Bair, Vice-President David Fortson, Councilman Robert Jackson, Councilman David Quarry, Councilwoman Dee Dee Brown, Councilwoman Jennifer Powell, Mayor Thomas Yoder, Chief of Police Charles Streightiff, Code Enforcement Officer James Morris, Borough Manager Chris Stevens and Borough Secretary Richard King.
Guest present were Jennifer Clark, Tim Furlong and James Grissinger.
Chairwoman Dee Dee Brown called the Public Safety Committee meeting to order at 4:15 PM
Chairwoman Dee Dee Brown recognized the guest present and ask for their comments.
Jennifer Clark said that people are continuing to speed all over town and someone is going to get hurt.
Chairwoman Dee Dee Brown moved the fire company report up so they could go to another meeting.
Tim Furlong said that he did not have a financial report but the fire company had 38 calls in June and they had a Chicken BBQ, selling 275.  Tim said this is down from what it used to be.
Chairwoman Dee Dee Brown called on the Code Enforcement Officer’s report.
James Morris then went over his report with the committee.
[bookmark: _GoBack]James Morris said that we have a resolution for building permits, that over $1,500.00 they need to get a permit.  James said that with the price increases of material and labor, that it does not take much to hit the $1,500.00 and he would like to move this amount up.
The Public Safety Committee recommends a motion to increase the minimum estimated value of property improvements required to obtain a permit from $1,500.00 to $4,000.00 due to the increases in building material and labor..
Chairwoman Dee Dee Brown called on the Chief of Police report.
Charles Streightiff went over his report with the committee.
Charles Streightiff said we have received 2 drones and are waiting for the company to come in and train.  Charles said that Officer Corey Stuller will be the operator.
Charles Streightiff said that we had already talked about a new police vehicle and the time it would take to get a new vehicle.  Charles said that 911 Rapid Response had called him and they have an F150 truck, that another department had backed out on.
The Public Safety Committee recommends a motion to purchase the new F150 Truck for the Police Department from 911 Rapid Response.
Charles Streightiff said that National Night Out will be held on August 1, 2023.  Charles said there are already 25 registrations and the 600 Block of Washington Street will be the Health & Wellness event.  Charles said that Becky McGrath had told him, they plan to have 2 bounce houses and will be given out backpacks to kids.
Jennifer Clark asked where did the money come from for the drones, donations or a grant.
Charles Streightiff said that the Moose had donated money and the rest was from a grant.
Chairwoman Dee Dee Brown called on the Mayor’s report.
Thomas Yoder said he had been receiving calls on speeding and would like to see a stop sign placed at 17th & Penn Street.  He said they come down the hill and do not stop until 15th & Penn Street.
The Public Safety Committee recommends a motion that we place a stop sign at 17th & Penn Street to slow down the speeding and add this to the Administrative Resolution on other stop signs.
Chairwoman Dee Dee Brown called on the Borough Manager’s report.
Chris Stevens said he had nothing to report on.
Chairwoman Dee Dee Brown called on old business.
There was nothing reported under old business.
Chairwoman Dee Dee Brown called on new business.
There was nothing reported under new business.
Executive Session was called for personnel issues at 4:35 PM.
Executive Session ended at 4:42 PM with the following recommendation.
The Public Safety Committee recommends a motion to remove Austin Pheasant from Probationary Status to full Civil Service Status in the Huntingdon Borough Police Department.
