Huntingdon Borough Maintenance Committee Meeting Minutes

The Huntingdon Borough Maintenance Committee meeting was held in the Borough Conference Room, 530 Washington Street, Huntingdon, PA on Tuesday, October 7, 2025.
Guests present were Jennifer Clark and Gary Cramer.
Members present were President James Bair, Vice-President David Fortson, Councilman Robert Jackson, Councilwoman DeeDee Brown, Councilman Terry Green, Councilwoman Jennifer Powell, Maintenance Forman Travis Gutshall, Borough Engineer Qian Zhang, Mayor Thomas Yoder, Borough Manager Chris Stevens and Borough Secretary Richard King.
Chairman Terry Green called the Maintenance Committee meeting to order at 2:00 PM.
Chairman Terry Green recognized the guest present and asked for their comments.
There were no comments made from the guest present.
Chairman Terry Green called on the Maintenance Foreman’s report.
Travis Gutshall said he had nothing else to report on.
Chairman Terry Green called on the Borough Engineers report.
Qian Zhang spoke on the Amphitheater Restroom project and the deadline.
Borough Manager Chris Stevens said that an extension was issued, and we are waiting on the electric load papers to be filled out for Penelec.
Chairman Terry Green called on the Borough Managers report.
Chris Stevens said that the street sweeper broke down again for the same reason, that this has been repaired 3 times already.  Chris said that we need to talk about this at the beginning of the year.
President James Bair said that we need to talk to Solicitor Wilson about this in the Administrative Committee meeting.
Maintenance Foreman Travis Gutshall said that it is now down at King of Prussia.
Chris Stevens said that it took a week and a half to replace the water line on Cold Springs Road.  Chris said the line is charged and we are waiting for sample results to come back, before we hook up the 6 homes.
Chris Stevens said that JoAnne Swope had purchased the property on the 200 block of Mifflin Street, where the double house caught fire and was torn down.  Chris said that she wanted to build a garage on this property and wanted to hook up to the water only.
Chairman Terry Green said there is water and sewer there that she can hook up to. 
There was a discussion on this and it was mentioned if she washes vehicles, where is the water going to go.
Chris Stevens said that she has purchased the property beside this open lot.
The committee decided to charge her for one EDU, and she must reconnect to the water and sewer.
Chris Stevens said that Grannas Bros., will be milling the 7th Street Parking Lot on October 30th, and will be paving on November 3rd and 4th.
Maintenance Forman Travis Gutshall said that since they are milling, can they mill at the water main break on 6th and Church Street and pave this also.
Chris Stevens said that Grannas Bros., has looked at the Mifflin Street Parking Lot and will come up with a design.
Chairman Terry Green called on old business.
Mayor Thomas Yoder said he had a phone call from a resident asking when we were going to mow Portstown Park.
Councilman Robert Jackson spoke on the Amphitheater Roof and said that he had seen where a company can make canvases or a canopy to fit.  Robert said it would probably cost around $35,000 to $40,000.
Chairman Terry green called on new business.
It was said that the leaf vac truck will start collecting leaves on a regular schedule starting on Monday, November 3rd.  
Executive Session was not called for.
After no further business, the Maintenance Committee meeting was adjourned at 2:26 PM.
