Chairman David Fortson called the Parks, Recreation & Public Property Committee meeting to order at 5:00 PM.
Chairman David Fortson called on the Borough Managers report.
Chris Stevens said he had nothing to report.
Chairman David Fortson called on the mayor’s report.
Thomas Yoder said the Liberty Bell will move around the county in 2026 and should be here in the borough to place for 4th of July.

Borough Manager Chris Stevens said the quote for the new HVAC system came in at $30,000.  Chris said they are looking at ways to cut this some.

The committee agreed to allow the Garden Club to take over the 8th Street Rose Garden area.
