Huntingdon Borough Water & Sewer Committee Meeting Minutes

The Huntingdon Borough Water & Sewer Committee meeting was held in the Borough Conference Room, 530 Washington Street, Huntingdon, PA on Tuesday, October 7, 2025.
Guests present were Jennifer Clark and Gary Cramer.
Members present were President James Bair, Vice-President David Fortson, Councilman Robert Jackson, Councilwoman DeeDee Brown, Councilman Terry Green, Councilwoman Jennifer Powell, Water Treatment Plant Supervisor Kevin Johnston, Wastewater Treatment Plant Supervisor Bryan Borger, Borough Engineer Qian Zhan, Mayor Thomas Yoder, Borough Manager Chris Stevens and Borough Secretary Richard King.
Chairman Robert Jackson called the Water & Sewer Committee meeting to order at 2:30 PM.
Chairman Robert Jackson recognized the guest present and asked for their comments.
There were no comments made by the guests present.
Chairman Robert Jackson called on the Water Treatment Plant Supervisors report.
President James Bair asked if the water was cloudy.
Kevin Johnston said it was not cloudy.
President James Bair asked how much water was going over the dam.
Kevin Johnston said right now it is 12.45 mgd.
There was a discussion on the drought situation.
Kevin Johnston said that below 16.0 mgd, you have stage 1 where it is a voluntary water restriction and at 8.0 mgd, you have stage 2 where this is a mandatory water conservation.  Kevin said that if it rains, then these are reset.
Chairman Robert Jackson said that in your report, you call in Control System.
Kevin Johnston said this is part of the contract and they were called in for the SCADA and Profibus communication issues.
Qian Zhang said they had proposed a not to exceed budget of $9,000 to cover extended remote support.
Borough Manager Chris Stevens said we have not talked about this yet.
Qian Zhang spoke on Lead and Copper.
Kevin Johnston said that everything needs to be re-entered.  Kevin said that we will need to send DEP’s letters out again for the 45-50 percent unknown or have not heard back from.
President James Bair asked how many customers do we have.
Kevin Johnston said in the complete system there is around 14,000.
Kevin Johnston said that we are cleaning tanks.
Kevin Johnston said that 80,782 gallons had gone through the water fill station.
Kevin Johnston said that we have another municipality getting water from us.
President James Bair said that at the fire companies meeting, that they don’t have the right fitting for theirs.
Kevin Johnston said there are adapters in the box there that will fit.
Chairman Robert Jackson called on the Wastewater Treatment Plant Supervisors report.
Bryan Borger said that there is a VFD that has gone bad for the press, and we are waiting for another one.  Bryan said right now, we need 2 people working with the press.
Bryan Borger said we have received our pretreatment reviews and for 2023, we were given 90.7% and for 2024, we were given 92.6%.
Bryan Borger said that they started taking down the Final Clarifier.
President James Bair asked what the time frame is for doing the Final Clarifiers.
Borough Manager Chris Stevens said next year.
Mayor Thomas Yoder asked if there were any grant opportunities to help with the cost.
Borough Manager Chris Stevens said that we have already put in four and didn’t receive any.
President James Bair asked about CDBG.
Borough Manager Chris Stevens said yes but it would be about 10 years for the amount.
Bryan Borger said that the local limits resolutions have been sent out for the township’s approval.  Bryan said that most of them have meetings this month.
Chairman Robert Jackson called on the Borough Engineers report.
Qian Zhang said we already talked on the Water & Sewer.
Chairman Robert Jackson called on the Borough Managers report.
Chris Stevens said the Water & Sewer Authority meeting is next Tuesday, October 14, 2025, and a recommendation will be brought up to increase the water rates by 1.5% and sewer rates by 11.0%, which amounts to $.75 a month for water and $6.75 a month for sewer.  Chris said this is for 4,000 gallons usage.
Chris Stevens said that Lionheart wants to have their road in place by winter.
Chairman Robert Jackson called on old business.
Borough Engineer Qian Zhang said they are working on the Telescopic system on logging in.
Borough Engineer Qian Zhang said she received an email from Walker Township on EDUs.
Borough Engineer Qian Zhang said she received from WSL, Inc. the application for payment #6 and is waiting for Travis Gutshall to let her know if things are good before she signs it.
Borough Manager Chris Stevens said things are good.
Chairman Robert Jackson called on new business.
There was nothing reported under new business.
Executive Session was not called for.
After no further business, the Water & Sewer Committee meeting was adjourned at 3:00 PM.
