Huntingdon Borough Public Safety Committee Meeting Minutes

The Huntingdon Borough Public Safety Committee meeting was held in the Borough Conference Room, 530 Washington Street, Huntingdon, PA  16652 on Tuesday, January 6, 2026.
Members present were President Jennifer Powell, Vice-President David Fortson, Councilman James Bair, Councilman Robert Jackson, Councilman David Quarry, Councilman David Wessels, Councilwoman DeeDee Brown, Mayor Thomas Yoder, Chief of Police Charles Streightiff, Borough Manager Chris Stevens and Borough Secretary Richard King.
Guest present were Jennifer Clark, Gary Cramer and Tim Furlong.
Chairwoman DeeDee Brown called the Public Safety Committee meeting to order at 4:00 PM.
Chairwoman DeeDee Brown recognized the guest present and asked for their comments.
Gary Cramer asked about the Everhart property on 14th Street.
Borough Manager Chris Stevens said that he was up there and took pictures and is ready to send a letter.
Gary Cramer said the 5rh & 6th Street traffic lights are not changing as they should.
Borough Manager Chris Stevens said the company has been called and they should be here today or tomorrow.
Chairwoman DeeDee Brown called on the Code Enforcement Officer’s report.
Borough Manager Chris Stevens said he has approved 11 building permits, and 5 building permits are under review, approved a demolition permit at the hospital, one sign permit and has met with Kish Bank at 14th & Moore Street where they want to place signs.  Chris said he gave them a copy of the ordinance on digital signs and will be meeting with them again.  
Borough Manager Chris Stevens said Kish Bank is allowed to move in the 14th Street property in November 2026.
Borough Manager Chris Stevens said the Rental Property permits have been coming in.
Borough Manager Chris Stevens said that Juniata College has submitted a permit, but there is change of ownership, change of use and properties being remodeled.  Chris said they are taking buildings and making it student housing and changing building to where professors live in.
Borough Manager Chris Stevens said he has sent six letters out for high weeds.
Chairwoman DeeDee Brown said that she has been asked about things and not knowing and said about doing a monthly report on this.
President Jennifer Powell said you can email this report to council before the meetings.
Chairwoman DeeDee Brown called on the Chief of Police report.
Charles Streightiff went over his monthly report and the year end report with the committee.
Charles Streightiff said he emailed to council the new SRO contract for review.  Charles then went over this contract and asked if it was ok to submit to the school district.
The committee agreed to submit this SRO contract to the school district.
Charles Streightiff said the Tasers they have are outdated and there is no more support for them.  Charles said to purchase five, this would cost around $50,000.
Mayor Thomas Yoder asked the Chief if the new fines were loaded into the system.
Charles Streightiff said he did this on December 31, 2025.
Chairwoman DeeDee Brown called on the mayor’s report.
Thomas Yoder said he had nothing to report.
Chairwoman DeeDee Brown called on the Borough Manager’s report.
Chris Stevens said he had nothing to report.
Chairwoman DeeDee Brown called on the Fire Companies report.
Tim Furlong then went over the incidents for December, expenses, events held and upcoming events.
Chairwoman DeeDee Brown called on old business.
There was nothing reported under old business.
Chairwoman DeeDee Brown called on new business.
