Huntingdon Borough Water & Sewer Committee Meeting Minutes

The Huntingdon Borough Water & Sewer Committee Meeting was held in the Borough Conference Room, 530 Washington Street, Huntingdon, PA on Tuesday, January 6, 2026.
Members present were President Jennifer Powell, Vice-President David Fortson, Councilman James Bair, Councilman David Quarry, Councilman Robert Jackson, Councilwoman DeeDee Brown, Mayor Thomas Yoder, Water Treatment Plant Supervisor Kevin Johnston, Wastewater Treatment Plant Supervisor Bryan Borger, Borough Manager Chris Stevens and Borough Secretary Richard King.
Guest present were Jennifer Clark and Gary Cramer.
Chairman David Quarry called the Water & Sewer Committee meeting to order at 2:38 PM.
Chairman David Quarry recognized the guest present and asked for their comments.
Jennifer Clark said this has nothing to do with this meeting, but Gary Cramer will be 90 on January 24, 2026.
Chairman David Quarry called on the Water Treatment Plant Supervisor’s report.
Kevin Johnston asked if there were any questions on his report.
Kevin Johnston said that Dalton Dick had passed his DEP test and all his needs now is years of experience.  Kevin said he will be doing another book here soon.
Kevin Johnston said the new pump for the 19th Street Pumping Station has been shipped.
Kevin Johnston said the back wash pump that after the water is filtered, it is sent to the Wastewater Treatment Plant is junk and is in a pit.
Kevin Johnston said that we will probably need a crane to pull it out and looked at.
Borough Manager Chris Stevens said that we can get Tuscarora Rigging to come in and pull it out.
Kevin Johnston said this pump will probably cost $20,000 or more and will get quotes.
Chairman David Quarry called on the Wastewater Treatment Plant Supervisor’s report.
Bryan Borger asked if there were any questions on his report.
Bryan Borger said that we have gotten rid of all of the biosolids for the year.
Bryan Borger said that they have a transfer pump in the basements that has a hole in it.  Bryan said this was replaced in 2021.
Bryan Borger said he has a quote from Thermal Process Systems, and the cost will be $20,580.51.  Bryan said that when ordered it will take 12 -16 weeks to get.
The Water & Sewer Committee recommends a motion to go ahead and order a transfer pump from Thermal Process Systems in the amount of $20,580.51.
Bryan Borger said the ATAD and SNDR transfer pumps were replaced in 2022.
Borough Manager Chris Stevens said to go ahead and get quotes for these.
Chairman David Quarry called on the Borough Engineer’s report.
Borough Manager Chris Stevens said the Borough Engineer will be awarded next month.  Chris said the three picked will be coming to the Water Plant and Sewer Plant.
Chairman David Quarry called on the Borough Manager’s report.
Chris Stevens said that the Water and Sewer Authority will be reorganizing on January 13, 2026 at 5:30 PM.
Chris Stevens said that he was told by Ray Myers that the state is now requiring them to file a financial report.
Chairman David Quarry called on old business.
There was nothing reported under old business.
Chairman David Quarry called on new business.
There was nothing reported under new business.
Executive Session was not called for.
After no further business, the Water & Sewer Committee meeting was adjourned at 2:48 PM.
