Huntingdon Borough Administrative Committee Meeting Minutes

The Huntingdon Borough Administrative Committee meeting was held in the Borough Conference Room, 530 Washington Street, Huntingdon, PA on Tuesday, November 4, 2025.
There were no guest present for this meeting.
The members present were President James Bair, Vice-President David Fortson, Councilman David Wessels, Councilman Robert Jackson, Councilwoman DeeDee Brown, Councilwoman Jennifer Clark, Borough Solicitor Richard Wilson, Mayor Thomas Yoder, Chief of Police Charles Streightiff, Borough Manager Chris Stevens and Borough Secretary Richard King.
Chairman James Bair called the Administrative Committee meeting to order at 5:30 PM.
Chairman James Bair called on the mayor’s report.
Thomas Yoder said he had nothing to report.
Chairman James Bair called on the Borough Solicitor’s report.
Richard Wilson said he had nothing to report.
Chairman James Bair said to Richard Wilson that we have several things to bring to your attention.
Borough Manager Chris Stevens said that since pennies are no longer being made, what should we do about the water & sewer bills with late fees and people paying cash.

Richard Wilson said you could do a global ordinance to round up for fees and fines.  Richard Wilson said that paying by cash you would round up to the nearest nickel.

Chairman James Bair said we could possibly have the software changed to round up.
Chairman James Bair asked Richard Wilson that the papers you drew up for the Main Street Manager, was this a commission or authority.
Richard Wilson said it is not an authority and that you have control with a commission.
Chairman James Bair said to Richard Wilson that we will need an ordinance change on the 9th Street and 10th Street intersections at Susquehanna Avenue to put stop signs back up.
Richard Wilson said that this would be a three-way stop at each of the intersections.
Chairman James Bair asked Richard Wilson about the Right-to-Know and how many years to keep records.
Richard Wilson said 7 years to keep records.
Chairman James Bair said do we need to have a Right-to-Know officer.
Richard Wilson said yes to have one now sooner than later.
Borough Manager Chris Stevens said he is now the officially appointed Right-to-Know officer.
Chairman James Bair asked Chris Stevens if he would take this position.
Chris Stevens said yes.
Chairman James Bair called on the Borough Managers report.
Chris Stevens said that in your packets there are 2 sets of budgets.  One is with no tax increase, and the other one is with a tax increase and a Main Street Managers position.
There was a discussion on the two budgets.
The committee recommended the second budget with a 1.5 percent millage increase and the Main Street Manager position in it.
Chairman James Bair called on old business.
Borough Manager Chris Stevens said that he will make arrangements for the 3 engineering firms to come down and go to the Water & Sewer plant then come here for interviews.
Chairman James Bair called on new business.
Councilman Robert Jackson said that when the President of the United States does a proclamation to lower the flags, why haven’t we done this.
Borough Manager Chris Stevens said that we can’t lower the flag at Flagpole.
Councilman David Wessels said he was contacted by the bus company that we need to trim the trees on the bus routes.
Borough Manager Chris Stevens said that this was already done at the beginning of the school year.
After no further business, the Administrative Committee meeting was adjourned at 6:15 PM.
