Huntingdon Borough Public Safety Committee Meeting Minutes

The Huntingdon Borough Public Safety Committee meeting was held in the Borough Conference Room, 530 Washington Street, Huntingdon, PA on Tuesday, November 4, 2025.
The guest present were Jennifer Clark, Gary Carmer and Tim Furlong.
The members present were President James Bair, Vice-President David Fortson, Councilman David Wessels (4:36 PM), Councilman Robert Jackson, Councilwoman DeeDee Brown, Councilwoman Jennifer Powell, Borough Solicitor Richard Wilson, Mayor Thomas Yoder, Chief of Police Charles Streightiff, Borough Manager Chris Stevens and Borough Secretary Richard King.
Chairwoman DeeDee Brown called the Public Safety Committee meeting to order at 4:02 PM.
Chairwoman DeeDee Brown recognized the guest present and asked for their comments.
Gary Cramer said that on Susquehanna Avenue, where it is now two-way, there are 2 intersections where the stop signs were removed.  Gary said these are very dangerous, that you need to look both ways.
It was mentioned that the school kids know this and shoot straight down.
There was a discussion on this.
Borough Manager Chris Stevens said that Rich Wilson will need to change the ordinance on this.
Chairwoman DeeDee Brown called on the Code Enforcement Officers report.
Borough Manager Chris Stevens said he had completed 6 building permits and sent out 5 letters of violation.
Vice-President David Fortson said to look at the 907 Mifflin Street property.
President James Bair said to look at the 718 Portland Avenue property with the trash in the backyard.
Mayor Thomas Yoder said, don’t we have an ordinance where you must have a garbage hauler.
Borough Manager Chris Stevens said it is not clear and mostly for rental properties.
Borough Manager Chris Stevens said that he received a request from the hospital requesting additional handicap parking places.  Chris said this will go to the Planning Commission.
Mayor Thomas Yoder asked about the Penn Street building.
Borough Manager Chris Stevens said he had talked to him and his engineers are working on a comprehensive plan.
Chairwoman DeeDee Brown called on the Chief of Police report.
Charles Streightiff went over his report with the committee.
Borough Manager Chris Stevens said that when you are looking at the budget under police, you need to look at the income compared to the expenses.
Charles Streightiff said that he will be promoting Detective Border and Detective Kagarise to Corporals in December.
Charles Streightiff then presented his recommendation to raise the parking fines, expired meter fees and permit fees.
Chairwoman DeeDee Brown said that we should have permits for parking in the parking lots during the day.
Charles Streightiff said that November 28th is the tree lighting and that he will also have a cruiser out front for people to place gifts.
Chairwoman DeeDee Brown called on the mayor’s report.
Thomas Yoder spoke on 7th Street and about painting curbs back.  Thomas said that people don’t know that this is two lane traffic.
Chairwoman DeeDee Brown called on the Borough Managers report.
Chris Stevens said he had nothing to report.
Chairwoman DeeDee Brown called on the fire companies report.
Tim Furlong then gave his report on incidents, events, other activities and training.
Chairwoman DeeDee Brown called on old business.
There was nothing reported under old business.
Chairwoman DeeDee Brown called on new business.
Holiday Free Parking will start Monday, November 24, 2025 through Friday, January 2, 2026.
Councilwoman Jennifer Powell said there will be a parade for the High School Football Team leaving town Friday, November 7, 2025.
